We have built the Keyingham Curriculum around our children.
Each year, we help them to gain a richer knowledge and deeper
understanding of the world around them.

Enrichment

Throughout their time at Keyingham, children
take part in a variety of curriculum
enrichments, including cycle training as well
as swimming lessons.

They have the opportunity to go on a residential visit to an outdoor
adventure centre.

achievement.

Educational visits are organised to places of interest in our area, and some
to further afield.
